	IUPAP provides video conferencing for those who are not in DC.  Attended by video conference (no funding for travel).

	Issues from Previous Meetings or Year:


	This is my first year as liaison.  The previous liaison did not identify any outstanding issues.

	General Description of Activities of the Organization and/or Meeting:


	IUPAP is an organization supporting pure and applied physics.  This was a semi-annual meeting of the US Liaison Committee.  Apart from me, there were no other representatives of medical physics organizations in attendance.

The meeting dealt with general issues affecting the physics community, including

· Organization of the ICWIP (International Committee of Women in Physics) conference

· Issues in physics graduate student recruitment due to changing visa regulations – an increasing number of students, especially from China, have visas stuck in extended processing.
· Issues with international collaborations due to tightening of security controls, e.g. some countries block video conferencing and cannot access data stored in the US.
· Development of a working group on Physics and Industry – this has been stalled for some time



	Issues for AAPM:


	AAPM may want to consider engaging in IUPAP efforts directed toward women in physics, or in the development of the Physics and Industry Working Group, since these issues overlap with medical physics.

IUPAP has a strong engagement with IOMP and the medical physics community outside the US.  AAPM should connect with IOMP leadership to see whether there is potential for increased IUPAP-AAPM engagement.
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
