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	General Description of Activities of the Organization and/or Meeting:


	1. The committee reviewed, revised, and finalized LIM 19 according to the 2006 Limited Scope of Practice in Radiography Examination Content Specification. Edits and item replacements were made to clarify items and to update terminology to fit our current usage conventions. The overall

difficulty of the exam was closely monitored as this process was carried out.

2. The committee reviewed 132 unused items from the radiography bank to determine if the items were current and appropriate for entry level technologists. Twenty of the items were approved as is, 52 were revised, and 60 of them were deleted.

3. The committee reviewed the survey results from states with limited licensing contracts. Based on the results of the survey, no states are restricting limited x-ray machine operators from using digital equipment. The committee reviewed and revised a draft core section for the Limited Scope of Practice in Radiography Content Specifications that includes digital topics, taken from the Radiography Content Specifications draft. [The Limited Scope of Practice in Radiography

Content Specifications are typically implemented one-year after the Radiography Content Specifications are implemented.]

4. The committee reviewed comments on the Radiography Content Specifications draft that was sent to radiography program directors over the winter of 2007.   Based on the comments from program directors the committee recommends to the Board of Trustees that the  implementation of digital imaging topics into the Radiography Content Specifications should be delayed for

one year and introduced in January 2009 rather that the planned January 2008 implementation date for the following reasons:

• The ASRT Radiography Curriculum has just been finalized and educators have not had time to implement curriculum changes to prepare 2008 graduates for the registry.

• Reliable references that include digital imaging topics are few or not yet published.

• Digital terminology has not been standardized and can be contradictory or confusing.
