In the 2011 IOM report, Clinical Practice Guidelines are explicitly defined, including their methodology for development and maintenance, and the current ACR Practice Guidelines do not meet these requirements.  AAPM should consider the current name given to Medical Physics Practice Guidelines (MPPGs) to determine if a similar change is needed.
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
