	General Description of Activities of the Organization and/or Meeting:


	The committee reviewed two exam forms, each consisting of 165 scored items and 20 unique pilot items. These forms follow the new content specifications approved by the ARRT Board of Trustees in January and will be administered beginning July 1, 2011. Item replacements were made in cases of cluing, overlap, or changes in technology. Edits were made only to pilot items.
The committee was asked to review the new CT Task Inventory and CT Clinical Experience Requirements, scheduled for implementation in July 2011, with respect to the use of the term “routine”. The term is used in these documents with four protocols: head, chest, abdomen and pelvis. The ARRT Board of Trustees raised a concern regarding the ARRT’s definition of the term and whether the term should be removed or replaced with a more descriptive terminology. After discussion, the committee recommended routine be replaced by “without and/or with contrast” for these four protocols. These recommendations will be reviewed by the Board of Trustees for approval of the amended documents.
The committee reviewed new items to be considered as pilot items using the on- line item review software. We also identified items that are in need of new images.
